! trace the shape in the air: arm movement swiftly downwards with an air punch 

at the bottom  

? trace the shape in the air (reversed so children see it the correct way round) 

with an air punch at the bottom 

,  trace the shape in the air with your index finger and a flick of the wrist 

Capital  place your hand firmly on your head as if donning a cap (capital letter)
