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Forest School

Forest School is a fun and adventurous way for children to learn outdoors. It helps build
confidence, teamwork and problem-solving skills while letting children explore nature. Pupils
will learn how to use tools safely, care for the environment, and, most importantly, have lots of
fun, including fire safety and even enjoy some outdoor cooking in a safe, controlled
environment.

During the year, each class will have a series of sessions, led by a qualified Forest School
coordinator, during school hours at a scheduled time each Friday, in our dedicated Forest
School outdoor learning area. Your child needs to wear their school PE kit for the duration of
the sessions. Since Forest School happens in all weather (unless it is extremely wmdy or icy),
please make sure your child has:

PE kit tracksuit with long trousers and jumper or PE jacket
A waterproof coat for rainy days and warmer coat in winter
School jumper can be worn for extra layers in winter
Trainers (wellies or boots on rainy days®)

* As our Forest School area is quite sheltered, trainers will be suitable to be worn most of the
time, however school staff will always notify parents in advance if wellies or boots are needed
for particularly wet weather.



Changes to Break el Lunch Timings

e Change:
o Lunchtime reduced from 60 minutes to 45 minutes.
o Morning break increased from 15 minutes to 30 minutes.
e Overall Impact on Pupils:
o No reduction in total break/outdoor time for pupils across the day.
o Timings are simply rebalanced to better support learning, play, and
wellbeing.
e Educational Rationale:
o The extended 30-minute morning break allows meaningful play
opportunities.
o Staff on duty can lead and participate in structured games with pupils.
